Quick Tip – More Options for the Outlook To-Do Bar 

Do you use the To-Do Bar in Outlook? If you do, below is a quick 

tip to change your options. If you don’t use it, give it a try 

sometime. You get a quick view calendar, your upcoming 

appointments, and a To-Do list. By default, it shows one month in 

the Date Navigator and your next 3 upcoming appointments. But 

you can change these options. First of all, though, if you don’t see 

the To-Do Bar, go to the View menu in Outlook and click on To-Do 

Bar, then choose Normal. To make changes to the default 

settings, right click on the To-Do Bar title and choose options. 

From here you can have Outlook show more than one month, change the number of appointments 

you see, and show or hide the Task List. 

 

Here’s another option: if you only need to see extra months temporarily and want to keep your 

current calendar settings, drag the vertical divider to the left by one or more calendar widths – 

this will expand the number of columns of navigation calendar you see 

 

Awesome Web Site – Website Safety Check 

 

At URL Void, just type an internet address (URL) 

into the field, click the Scan Now button and, within 

seconds, a report on the site comes back. 
 

Here is a copy of the abbreviated report on 

WorldStart.com. Scrolling down further on the site 

reveals details about which diagnostic tools were 

used to make the determination that this site was 

clean.
