Personally, I like having my "Inbox", my "Calendar”, and my "Tasks" open in different windows so
I can just click in the taskbar to change to the different sections of Outlook. The only problem
is closing all those windows individually and re-opening them up later on. Too many clicks!/ There
is a solution and it's very easy!
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1. Open Outlook. It generally starts up with the Inbox.

Tasks, Notes) and choose " Open in New Window". -
